Planning Your Container Garden
· Draw a plan of your space overleaf, including any fixed points. 

· Mark in flows: sun/shade, water, wind, people.

· How much time do you have – how low-maintenance does this need to be?  

· Consider plant choice:

· Which plants (herbs, fruit, vegetables) do you eat or would you like to eat more of?

· Which plants grow easily in containers (check the list handout for ideas)?

· Which plants are expensive in shops, or are much better fresh?

· Which plants will grow in your conditions (sunny/shady, very windy, no insect pollination...)?

· Based on this, which plants would you like to grow? Think about diversity and multi-dimensional design.

· Consider placing:

· Do you need storage? Seating? Space for a wormery?

· Which plants are low and which are high?

· Can you 'stack' pots or plants? Is there wall or railing space to use?

· Which plants need to be easiest to access?
